Just for Kids

Home-schooled students can 
learn about electric safety

It’s important for Ac-
cess Energy Cooperative 
and all of our employees 
to help elementary kids 
learn how dangerous 
electricity can be if it’s not 
respected. So, we offer 
safety demonstrations 
to all area schools on an 
annual basis. And, next 
April 5, we’re extending 
this educational opportu-
nity to our area’s home-
schooled students. 

Our program is real 
hands-on learning and 
will help students understand why it’s 
important to take precautions around 
electricity. Presenters and kids have a 
lot of fun interacting and exchanging 
questions and answers. A highlight 
is  dressing up a volunteer student (or 
teacher!) in the safety equipment that 
allows line workers to safely work on 
energized power lines.

Students will learn:

 	Historical electricity facts
 	Safe use of electricity
 	Safety around electrical poles, 
downed power lines and utility 
substations

 	Why it’s important to stay away 
from power lines during outdoor 
activities such as kite flying or 
climbing trees.

Heartland Co-op receives prestigious 
Iowa Venture Award

Iowa Area Development Group 
(IADG), on behalf of Iowa’s electric 
cooperatives, honored Heartland 
Co-op of Fairfield – along with seven 
other distinguished Iowa companies –          
with Iowa Venture Awards at a lun-
cheon held last month in conjunction 
with the annual meeting of the Iowa 
Association of Electric Cooperatives 
in West Des Moines. Access Energy 
Cooperative nominated Heartland 
Co-op for the award.

Heartland Co-op began in the 
early 1900s and now operates in 71 
locations, providing products and 
services to its farmer-members and 
patrons. The co-op began operation 
of a new shuttle train loading facility 
in October that includes a 10,000-foot 
rail loop siding off the BNSF south-
west main line, expanding the co-op’s 
markets to California, Texas and 
Mexico. The facility employs eight 
people, is capable of storing 4.4 mil-
lion bushels of corn and soybeans in 
its eight steel bins and two concrete 

towers and is expected to handle more 
than 27 million bushels per year. 

 “IADG, on behalf of our spon-
sors, is proud to recognize Heartland 
Co-op and these other outstanding 
companies,” said Rand Fisher, IADG 

president. “Their demonstrated inno-
vation, vision, courage, social respon-
sibility and contribution have made 
had an impressive impact on their 
communities, regions and the state of 
Iowa.”
